You will have received a letter in June confirming Warwickshire Property Management Ltd (WPM)
will be acting as agents for Warwickshire County Council managing their leased estate which
includes the property referred to above.

WPM has noted that the Lease made on 20" January 2006 between Warwickshire County Council
and Beudesert and Henley in Arden Joint Parish Council (The Parish Council) has expired.

I am instructed that Warwickshire County Council agrees to allow The Parish Council to use the
Property as a tenant at will until such time as a Lease can be agreed between Warwickshire
County Council and The Parish Council.

It is intended that the tenancy at will shall operate for a short period of time whilst a new Lease is
agreed and completed.

The tenancy at will shall commence from 1% October 2022.
As it is a tenancy at will, it can be terminated at any time by either The Parish Council or

Warwickshire County Council if either party sends the other party a written notice to terminate.
Please note it will automatically terminate if a new Lease is granted.



However, if a new Lease is not granted and the tenancy is terminated this will not automatically
release you from outstanding obligations under the existing Lease — e.g. non-payment of rent or
repairing obligations.

Payment for the use of the Property during the tenancy at will shall be charged at One Peppercorn
per annum. The Parish Council will also be responsible for any other payments as set out in the
current Lease and The Parish Council will also be subject to those obligations contained in the
current Lease.
