	Youth Council budget proposal

Cllr Okey proposes the allocation of a £1,500 budget to the Youth Council to enhance their experience of council operations by enabling discussion and planning around expenditure. This initiative aims to foster financial awareness and decision-making skills within a structured framework. All proposed spending will be subject to full JPC ratification prior to any commitment, and the JPC will retain control of the associated bank account.

	Cherry Tree removal adjacent to Medical Centre 

Cllr Tomlinson proposes the removal of a cherry tree, on JPC land,  due to root encroachment on the building and pipework, and canopy overgrowth affecting the roof of the Medical Centre.  Anticipated structural damage has prompted the JPC to seek a quote of £450 from WDS Trees for full removal, including roots. As the tree is located within a conservation area, an application for planning permission has been submitted to SDC.
