	Tree Works Contract and Maintenance Service

	
	

	
	Cllr McCaskie proposes the consideration and approval of the award of the contract for tree works and maintenance service.  Approval of this contract will enable the JPC to move from a predominantly reactive approach to tree maintenance to a structured programme of proactive arboricultural works, ensuring regular inspection, planned interventions, and improved long‑term management of the town’s trees.  Following the ITT process issued to three contractors (one of whom declined to bid) the received tenders have been evaluated and recommendations shared with members.

	
	

	
	MOTION: To approve the recommendation that the contract be awarded to WDS Trees. WDS Trees is the incumbent Tree Surgeon and has an excellent working knowledge of Henley‑in‑Arden’s tree stock. The tender submitted was comprehensive, with each tree explicitly listed and individually priced. The JPC is therefore pleased to give formal approval to award the contract to WDS Trees for the forthcoming programme of arboricultural works.  [DR] [EA]
