	Mini Grant request from Court Leet for £300

	
	

	
	Cllr Andrews proposes the council consider a mini-grant request from the Court Leet for £300 for monitoring river health. Henley‑in‑Arden currently lacks an upstream monitoring point on the River Alne, despite active monitoring elsewhere downstream. A Riverlands site would fill this gap and strengthen the wider catchment picture.

	Cllr Andrews proposes that, due to significant issues experienced with email and calendar functionality, and having reviewed the clerk’s current IT arrangements with the vice-chair, it was determined that the use of a personal Microsoft account was not fit for purpose. A gap in formal IT support was also identified.
