	Cllr Andrews  proposes that the historic grouping arrangement from 1975, grouping Henley-in-Arden and Beaudesert as one parish, which no longer reflects lived reality, be de-grouped and a single parish be created which would better match how the community functions today.  Following this, the new single parish would be governed by a single parish council, to cover both Henley-in-Arden and Beaudesert wards.

	
	

	
	MOTION: To agree with de‑grouping the existing arrangement and creating a single parish governed by a single parish council. This option has been identified as the most proportionate, legally robust and sustainable approach. If ratified, two separate meetings will be held for electors of Beaudesert Parish and Henley-in-Arden parish for their consent. [DR], [SD]

	Cllr Andrews proposes the adoption of a new name for the single parish.  The options being:
· Henley-in-Arden Parish (preferred option)

	
	· Henley-in-Arden and Beaudesert Parish

	
	

	
	If approved by the JPC, the agreed parish name will:
· form part of the proposal that is put to two parish meetings, one for the electors of Henley-in-Arden parish, and one for the electors of Beaudesert parish, both of which must consent to the submission of a CGR application; 
· be included in the CGR application to SDC, should both parish meetings give their consent; 
· become the name of the parish only if, following SDC consultation, SDC approves the outcome of the GGR.
