	Presentation from R Adams & Sons

	
	

	
	Mr Mark Adams attended and provided an update on the construction of the new grain store. He advised that the building will be clad in green materials and that a programme of tree planting (approximately 80% oak and 20% maple) is underway to assist with screening the structure. The development will incorporate a solar-powered roof, and the company has recently acquired its first electric truck. In addition, a road sweeper has been purchased and will be used regularly to clear any gravel from local roads associated with site operations.

	Cllr Crocker was invited to share his report on matters affecting Beaudesert & Henley-in-Arden.  The Council noted the following community updates:

	
	

	
	· Beaudesert & Henley-in-Arden pavements issue.  Cllr Crocker and Jennifer Warren, the portfolio holder for Planning & Highways, along with Cllr Andrews and L Cromwell (Clerk) walked the High Street last Friday to inspect pavements, trees (lack of pollarding and the disastrous effects this has on the pavements), roads/potholes and lampposts etc.  This will be followed up with Highways officers and Heritage dept. to look at improving the issues.
· UK terrorism threat level has been increased from substantial to severe.  If you do see anything that doesn’t feel right, please report it via www.gov.uk/ACT. In an emergency, always call 999.
· Cost of living website – funds may be available for those with no other access, to pay for food or energy bills.
· Crime survey
· SEND support

	The Youth Council provided a detailed and comprehensive update, including:

· An update on the analysis of the data produced from the ‘comments box’ at the Parish Assembly on 20 April;
· That they are working with a teacher at the High School to support some of the Duke of Edinburgh Award students in organising a litter picking event;
· That they are liaising with key staff at the High School regarding a programme to make the school’s sports facilities available to the community for a small charge, with proceeds contributing to the school fund;
· That they are proposing to organise a charity car wash, with the Henley-in-Arden charity beneficiary to be determined by the Youth Council.  If successful, further events may be held with a rotating list of beneficiaries.

	Chair’s Report

Cllr Andrews presented her report – the main points were as follows:

· Henley’s new trees.  Amongst other tree planting, two avenues have been created along pathways in both Riverlands and Jubilee Park.  HortiHenley has done an excellent job delivering the full programme before the 30 April deadline required by Stratford District Council, which awarded the £10,000 tree grant.  The JPC thanks both SDC and HortiHenley for supporting this investment in Henley’s green spaces.  Please be assured, the new trees are being watered regularly and monitored in case extra care is required.
· Update on this year’s Parish Assembly, held on 20 April, which was a resounding success.  
· There is a huge issue with dog fouling and the mess being left by dog owners.  This has been reported to SDC Environmental Protection with certain ‘hot-spots’ being monitored regularly. 
· Explanation of JPC funds and Earmarked Reserves.
